In his memoir, If Not Now, When? (Berkley, 2008), Jack Jacobs describes
his childhood in post-World War II New York City, his experiences at

Rutgers University where he joined the ROTC program, and how that
decision eventually led him to his service in Vietnam.  As an advisor to a
Vietnamese infantry battalion, Jacobs was awarded the Congressional Medal
of Honor for saving the lives of 13 allied soldiers during an intensive firefight
despite severe wounds.  “I am honored that my book has been chosen for an
award associated with William Colby,” said Jacobs.  “His legacy stands as a
model for all members of our Armed Forces, past and present.”

“This is an important piece of history...a story of extraordinary service in
combat on the battlefield and in Washington,” said William E. Butterworth III,
the #1 Wall Street Journal and New York Times best-selling novelist who writes 
as W.E.B. Griffin, on behalf of the Award Selection Committee. “Bill Colby
would be very proud of Colonel Jacobs’ fine memoir.”

In addition to the Medal of Honor, Jacobs’ distinguished military record
includes two Silver Stars and three Bronze Stars.  Following two tours
in Vietnam, he served on the faculties of the National War College in
Washington, D.C. and the United States Military Academy at West Point.
He retired from the Army in 1987 and had a successful career on Wall
Street.  He is a member of the Council on Foreign Relations and a military
analyst for NBC/MSNBC.

In 2007 the Tawani Foundation began a new venture: 
to create a new major literature award. The Pritzker Military

Library Literature Award for Lifetime Achievement in Military
Writing celebrates a lifetime body of work by a prominent 
military author.  Nominations were sent in from publishers across
the country.  A screening committee composed of prominent 
historians and scholars spent many hours reading definitive 
works and discussing each nominee.  James M. McPherson, the 
preeminent Civil War historian of our time, was chosen to 
receive the first Award, which included a $100,000 honorarium, 
medallion and citation. The Foundation continued to build on 
the success of the inaugural year in 2008 when a new Screening
Committee selected historian Allan R. Millett as the second 
recipient of the Award.  Dr. Millett is known in military history 
circles for his academic writings on American Military policy 
and 20th century conflicts.  

“Our purpose in establishing the Pritzker 
Military Library Literature Award for 
Lifetime Achievement in Military Writing
is to acknowledge the highest levels of scholarship
and writing in a field that often does not gain
appropriate recognition. By providing an annual
award to the most thoughtful and articulate author
writing about war and military activities, we may, 
in turn, be led to better solutions and therefore 
perhaps a better life for all of us.”

RICK ATKINSON

Rick Atkinson was selected to receive the 2010 Pritzker Military
Library Literature Award for Lifetime Achievement in Military

Writing. The $100,000 honorarium, citation and medallion, sponsored
by the Chicago-based Tawani Foundation, was presented at the Library’s
annual Liberty Gala on October 22, 2010.  The original announcement
was made via live Internet webcast on June 21, 2010. 

“Throughout his multifaceted career, Rick has given readers accurate 
and frank analysis of military history from World War II to the present
conflicts in Iraq and Afghanistan,” said COL (IL) J. N. Pritzker, IL
ARNG (Ret.), Founder and Chair of the Pritzker Military Library. 
“His independent voice, tempered with respect and compassion, has
earned high esteem not only from scholars, journalists, and civilians on
the home front but also the members of the Armed Forces about whom
he writes.” “This is simply thrilling,” said Atkinson. “I couldn't be more
honored than to be selected by the Pritzker Military Library for an 
award that recognizes the literary aspirations of vivid military history. 
I'm grateful, and delighted."

Atkinson is at work on volume 3 of his trilogy about the American role
in the liberation of Europe in World War II. The first volume, An Army
at Dawn, won acclaim for its brilliantly researched, deeply felt narrative
of the Allied campaign in North Africa. It was followed by The Day of
Battle, which interwove portraits of Eisenhower, Patton, Roosevelt, and
Churchill with unforgettable images of soldiers confronted with the
transformative effect of fear and violence. His other books include 
In the Company of Soldiers, Crusade, and The Long Gray Line.
